LAST GAME: The D-backs won 6-4 vs. Braves on Sunday as 
Brandon Pfaadt (W; 2 ER in 6.0 IP, 1 B, 6 K) earned his 
fi fth straight win

• Corbin Carroll  (2-for-4, 2 3B) became the third 
player this season to log 2+ triples in a single game 
(also:  Max Schuemann/ATH and Jesse Winker/NYM) 
and fi rst  D-back since Jace Peterson (Aug. 25, 2023).

• Josh Naylor (3-for-4, 2 2B, 2 RBI) collected his 
team-leading  third 3+-hit game of the season.

ROSTER MOVES: The D-backs reinstated RHP Kevin Gin-

kel from the 15-day injured list (right shoulder infl am-
mation) and optioned RHP Drey Jameson to Triple-A 
Reno following Sunday's game.

LOVULLO FOR 600:  Torey Lovullo's next victory will mark 
his 600th career managerial win...he would become the 
12th active skipper to reach the feat.

SUÁREZ NAMED NL CO-PLAYER OF THE WEEK: Yesterday, Eu-

genio Suárez was named NL Co-Player of the Week 
with Andy Pages/LAD, marking his second career honor 
(also: March 31).

• On the week, he hit .400 (8-for-20)/.500 OBP/1.050 
SLG with 4 homers, 5 RBI, 1 double and 3 walks (6 G).

• On Saturday vs. Braves, his 4-homer game marked 
the following:
♦19th player in MLB history and second D-back ever to reach the feat 

(also: J.D. Martinez, Sept. 4, 2017 @ Dodgers).

♦First-ever Venezuelan-born player and second Latin American-born 

player to accomplish the feat (also: Carlos Delgado in 2003).

♦At 33 years and 282 days old, became the oldest player to reach the 

feat, ahead of Chuck Klein (31 and 277) in 1936.

♦Third player in MLB history to hit 4 homers in a game in April, joining 

Hall of Famers Willie Mays in 1961 and Mike Schmidt in 1976.

♦Fifth player since 1998 to homer in 4 straight plate appearances in a 

game (also: Martinez/2017, Scooter Gennett/2017, Delgado/2003 and 

Mike Cameron/2002) and seventh player overall since 1998.

ROAD SERIES OPENERS: The D-backs are  3-1 in road series 
openers...their 3 wins in road openers are tied for sec-
ond most with the Tigers, Athletics, Braves, Reds and 
Mets, behind the Guardians (4) and Giants (4).

VS. METS: The D-backs complete their New York swing 
for the season with the 3-game series @ Mets and will 
face the Mets 6 times over the next 9 days.

•  Last season, Arizona split their 4-game series @ Citi 
Field (2-2) and went 3-4 in matchups overall.

STRENGTH OF SCHEDULE: The D-backs enter a slate of 16 
games against opponents with a combined .628 win 
pct. - Mets (6), Phillies (3), Dodgers (4) and Giants (3).

•  Among the NL , the D-backs' .505 remaining 
strength of schedule is sixth toughest, behind the 
Rockies (.536), Pirates (.510), Nationals (.510), Braves 
(.510) and Cardinals (.506). 

SLUGGERS: The D-backs' 40 homers this season are fourth 
most in the Majors, behind the Dodgers (46), Yankees 
(45) and Mariners (42). ..additionally, their 102 extra-base 
hits rank second in MLB, behind only the Cubs (103).

VS. STARTERS: Against starting pitchers, the D-backs rank 
among the NL in extra-base hits (1st, 64), SLG (2nd, .458), 
OPS (2nd, .779), homers (T-2nd, 26) and runs (4th, 75).

EXTRA! EXTRA!: T he D-backs' active streak of 14 straight 
games with 2+ extra-base hits is the second longest of 
its kind this season, behind the Reds (15)...marks their 
longest team streak since July 22-Aug. 16, 2024 (23). 

RUN PRODUCERS: The D-backs'  5.36 runs per game this sea-
son rank third in MLB, behind the Cubs (5.93) and Yan-
kees (5.45).

SNAKES AMONG LEADERS:  Eugenio Suárez (T-1st, 10) and 
Corbin Carroll (T-3rd, 9) both rank among Major 
League leaders in homers.

• Carroll also ranks in total bases (1st, 80), XBH (1st, 
21), triples (1st, 4), SLG (2nd, .667), OPS (3rd, 1.043), 
runs (T-3rd, 25), hits (T-4th, 37) and RBI (T-9th, 23).

• A mong NL leaders, Josh Naylor ranks in AVG (7th, 
.318) and hits (T-8th, 34), Pavin Smith ranks in dou-
bles (T-6th, 9), Geraldo Perdomo ranks in walks 
(T-7th, 21) and Suárez in SLG (7th, .557) and ex-
tra-base hits (9th, 14).

APRIL HOMER SHOWERS: Corbin Carroll has hit a ca-
reer-high 9 homers in April and is tied for the Major 
League lead for the month (also: Mike Trout/LAA and 
Cal Raleigh/SEA). 

• Is 1 homer shy of becoming just the second D-back to 
ever hit 10+ in April along with Luis Gonzalez (13 in 
2001). ..his 9 homers in April are the most by a D-back 
since 2018 (AJ Pollock, 9).

THE ONLY ONE: Corbin Carroll (8 2B, 4 3B, 9 HR) is the  only 
player in MLB with 8+ doubles, 2+ triples and 8+ HR.

• Is the third D-back to reach the feat within the 
team's fi rst 30 G,  joining A.J. Pollock (2018 - 9 2B, 2 
3B, 10 HR) and Chris Young (2011 - 9 2B, 2 3B, 8 HR).

• Is the third D-back  all-time to collect 4+ triples within 
the team's fi rst 30 regular season games with David 
Peralta (4 in 2021) and Tony Womack (4 in 2000)...no 
D-back has ever had 5 in the span.

SPEEDY CARROLL: Corbin Carroll's  2 triples on Sunday vs. 
Braves marked the 2 fastest home-to-third times in the 
Majors this season (10.87 in seventh inning marked fast-
est, 11.02 in fi rst inning is second).
